I Corinthians 13 
1.  Though I speak with the tongues of men and of angels; but have not love, I have become as 
a sounding brass or a clanging cymbal. 
2.  And though I have the gift of prophecy, and understand all mysteries and all knowledge, and 
though I have all faith, so that I could remove mountains, but have not love, I am nothing. 3.  
And though I bestow all my goods to feed the poor, and though I give my body to be burned, but 
have not love, it profits me nothing. 
4.  Love suffers long and is kind; love does not envy; love does not parade itself, is not puffed 
up; 
5.  does not behave rudely, does not seek its own, is not provoked, thinks no evil; 
6.  does not rejoice in iniquity, but rejoices in the truth; 
7.  bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things. 
8.  Love never fails.  But whether there are prophecies, they will fail; whether there are tongues, 
they will cease; whether there is knowledge, it will vanish away. 
9.  For we know in part and we prophesy in part. 
10.  But when that which is perfect has come, then that which is in part will be done away. 
11.  When I was a child, I spoke as a child, I understood as a child, I thought as a child; but 
when I became a man, I put away childish things. 
12.  For now we see in a mirror, dimly, but then face to face.  Now I know in part, but then I shall 
know just as I also am known.

      Interview 1 deacon at Mayfair and write the interview on a 8 1/2” x 11” sheet of notebook paper 
along with all above information. 

NOTE: The intention of this memory item is for you to think, in depth, upon the leadership of the 
church and the duties and responsibilities of a deacon and to discuss religious topics with 
someone other than a family member. We hope that this memory item will encourage and assist 
you to begin or continue formulating your conclusions based upon scripture. 

GUIDELINES/HINTS: There is more than one Bible passage dealing with deacons. Be prepared 
to look up passages and discuss them.  The interview with a deacon should include more than 
when this man became a deacon and how long he has been a deacon and should take more 
than 15 minutes. 

APRIL 

II Peter 3:10-11
